Additional instructions for mail in forms:
Here are a few tips to expedite your request:
· A new form is required for each plate.
· Section A:  Complete all lines except DMV Agency Code/Account.
· Section B:  Check the box “Motor Vehicle Record Information”, 
· Complete “Make” AND Current Plate Number or Disable ID No.  
· Check “Current Owner” under “Information Requested”.
· Section C:  Authorization- Check Box #2
· Certification section- sign above “Requester Signature” and Date
· When completed, the bottom section has 3 shaded boxes- choose the 3rd box which states “Non certified Motor vehicle record fee”. 
If any parts of the form are incomplete DOT will send it back to you to complete.
