What do I do?

When you receive a listserv message this begins the eHuddle.  The first step of an eHuddle is brainstorming ideas, or what we call eStorming.  You will have the opportunity to brainstorm answers to questions you find on this site.  You don't have to suggest all of your ideas today.  The brainstorming session usually lasts a month. (In this case responses are due by April 10th.)

After everyone has had a chance to brainstorm, you will receive another email telling you it is time to view and evaluate everyone's ideas.  You will then have a few days to read everyone's ideas and score them on a one through five star scale.  We call this eScoring.

In the end, your SIG workgroup will have a ranked list of ideas/solutions to each question.  We will then be able to use this list at our next meeting to hold a discussion that is focused and productive. You can view the results as soon as the ehuddle has ended, this one by mid April.
